OncoMethylome Prostate 
Cancer Program

� ~ 20% of men with PSA 2.5-4.0 
ng/mL (which falls in the range 
considered “normal”) have cancer

� These patients are currently not 
followed-up and cancer is missed

� Prostate biopsy procedure misses 
cancer 20-30% of the time, resulting 
in repeat biopsies 

OncoMethylome Urine Screening Test

� Correctly identify patients requiring 
follow-up biopsy

� Next Steps:  Veridex prospective 
clinical trials

OncoMethylome Early Diagnostic Test

� Confirm negative biopsy while finding 
cancers missed by histopathology

� Next Steps:  Commercialization via US 
Service Laboratory

Two prostate cancer diagnostic products are commerc ially licensed to 
Veridex (a J&J company)
1 in 6 men will develop prostate cancer in his lifetime
Doctors recommend that men over age 50 be screened annually = >100 
million men in US, Europe
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Colorectal Cancer Statistics

� 400,000 new cancers/year, 180,000 deaths/year (USA & EU)

� Only 39% of cases are diagnosed early, when survival is 90%

� ~200 million adults in EU & USA need screening

� Goal:  cancer screening as a rule-in for colonoscopy 

� Research collaboration with Exact Sciences

� Products Development Focus:
� Improve PreGen-Plus test with methylation

� Next Steps: Technology deal with Exact Sciences, followed by 
commercial deal with US Service Laboratory for near-term 
commercialization
