Tissue-based Early Detection Test

Product Positioning: 

� Prostate biopsy procedure misses cancer 20-30% of the time � repeat biopsy

� OncoMethylome test to be used in:

� finding cancers missed by histopathology in prostate biopsies, and 

� confirming negative findings so as to avoid repeat biopsies

Market Size:
